Attendance

Arrival & Dismissal Procedures

Homework & Report of Progress

Communion once each year during the Easter seasbfoowing Catholic
Social Teachings.

Each week students will be responsible for compietihe “Lesson Review”,
“We respond in Faith” and “Sharing Faith with mynkily” located at the
end of each chapter and/or other activity sheetlddout in the classroom.
We ask your help in reinforcing what is taughthe tlassroom by
reviewing the lesson with your child weekly.

Progress Reports will be distributed for gradelsri 6 in January and at the
end of the CCD year.
